LA The harvest is carried out by hand. Once destemmed, the berries are transferred by gravity into truncated
LANDONNE conical stainless steel vats. Gentle extraction is carried out mainly during the early stages of fermentation,
COTE-ROTIE using carefully calibrated pump-overs and punch-downs. After pressing, the wine is racked and transferred
e to barrels. Malolactic fermentation takes place in oak barrels, where the first phase of ageing oceurs over six
2023 months, with 20% new oak. The second phase of ageing continues in 25 hectolitre foudres for 12 months,

in order to bring breadth and balance without excessive oak influence. The cuvée is then blended back into
stainless steel tanks for a final three-month refinement before bottling.
