WINEMAKING

"The harvest, carried out entirely by hand, is carefully placed in palox bins before being transferred to a cold
room, in order to preserve the fruits freshness and integrity. After destemming, the berries are moved by
gravity into truncated stainless steel vats, with the utmost respect for the raw material. Aged for 18 months
in oak barrels, 20% of which are new, the wine gains complexity and depth without masking the purity of
the fruit. 3 months before bottling, it is blended in stainless steel tanks, in pursuit of harmony and balance.
