BAROLO MOSCONI DOCG 2019

This is a single-vineyard Barolo from grapes sourced from the oldest Nebbiolo vines (1945 and 1971) in the family’s famous
Mosconi vineyard in Monforte d’'Alba. The grapes are softly crushed and destemmed at the winery's ancient cellars in the
center of Alba. Fermented in two stainless steel tanks for ten days: the skin cap, frequently punched down, reached a maxi-
mum temperature of 86°F. Maceration on the skins for over 30 days.

98 The aromas of blue fruits such as raspberries and blueberries are so prevalent. Licorice. Crushed stone.

This wine is a single-vineyard Barbaresco using very ripe grapes from several plots at the family’s Il Bricco estate. The Il Bric-
co vineyard is primarily composed of limestone and clay. Reaching 400 meters above sea level, this estate is characterized
by cool weather and important diurnal swings—both favorable conditions for the ripening of the Nebbiolo grape.
